Artists in-Residence Program

(Ongoing programs)
 The Artists-in-Residence Summer Series is a series of short-term residences for artists in the Historic Garrison District. The program is an annual event normally meant to be run from June-September. The program has been running since 2002. The program features two different artists each week and over the years has profiled over a 150 of Fredericton’s artists and usually has a following of about 4000 or more visitors each year. When the Series is completed for the year it is followed by an exhibition in the City Gallery which includes work the artists have created during their residency. 
What is the Purpose of the Program?
The main purpose of this project is to reach new audiences for the excellent and challenging work produced by Fredericton artists. The project provides not only a wonderful chance for tourists and the general public alike to see and participate in such work, but an almost unique opportunity for them to watch it being created and to talk to the artists about their creative processes. It brings the best in the arts out of the galleries and onto the streets.
